1970'li yillarda televizyona artan ilgi, kitleleri sinemadan
uzaklastirmis; sinema salonlari kapanmaya baslamis, sine-
ma sektoru daralma suirecine girmistir. 1980’lerden itibaren
“yildiz sistemi” ¢6kmdus, basrol odakli filmlerden yonetmen
odakli filmlere bir donlisim gergeklesmistir. Turk sinema
sektort 90°l yillarda ozel televizyonlarin art arda agilmasiy-
la birlikte sinema sayilari azalmaya baglamistir.

Osmanli idaresinde Ermeni-
ler bakan, pasa (general), buiytikelgi, vali, ticari temsilci
gibi bircok onemli goreve getirilmislerdir.

Ancak 19. ylzyilda Balkanlarda ortaya gikan ayrilikgi-
lik akimlari, 1880’lerden itibaren Ermeni niifusu icinde
de bazi kesimleri etkilemis, cesitli Ermeni komiteleri
kurulmaya baslanmistir. Komitacilarin ortak hedefi
Osmanli topraklarinda Ermenilerin yasadigi bolgeleri
iceren, siyasi ve etnik olarak homojen bir Ermeni Dev-
leti kurulmasi olmustur. Bu komitelerin kigkirtmasi ve
dis destekle ilk biyiik Ermeni isyani 1896'da Van'da
cikmistir.
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Ayrilikgi Ermeniler, Birinci Diinya Savasrnin baslama-
sini ve Osmanli Devletinin itilaf Devletleriyle savasa
girmesini firsat bilerek isyan etmis, isgalci Rus Ordusu
ve diger yabanci diisman kuvvetlerle is birligi yapmis,
Turklere ve Musliimanlara yonelik katliamlar gergek-
lestirmis, Osmanli Ordusuna saldirip ikmal yollarini
kesmislerdir.

Ermeni ¢etelerinin 15 Nisan 1915 tarihinde ikinci Van
isyanini ¢ikarmasi ve Rus saldirilariyla karsi karsiya
kalan Osmanli Devleti'ni iceriden vurmaya baslama-
si Uizerine, Hikimet Ermeni Patrigini, mebuslarini ve
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Ermeni toplumunun onde gelen _2'ak bu
saldirilara devam edilmesi halindt ‘emleri
alacagini bildirmistir.

Ancak bu uyaridan sonug alinamayinca, Osmanli HikG-
meti 24 Nisan 1915’te Ermeni Komitelerini kapatmis,
bazi komitacilari devlet aleyhine faaliyette bulun-
maktan tutuklamistir. Her sene s6zde soykirimi anma
etkinliklerinin tarihi olan 24 Nisan esasinda isyan ve
silahli saldirilardan sorumlu Ermeni komitacilarin tu-
tuklandigi tarihtir.

Osmanli HikGmeti bu blyik tehdit karsisinda, 27
Mayis 1915 tarihinde ayni durumdaki herhangi bir
lkenin tereddiit etmeden alacagl mesru bir savunma
tedbirine basvurmus, savas bolgesinde ya da yakinin-
daki stratejik bolgelerde ikamet eden Ermeni nifusun,
isgalci Rus ordusuna yakin hatlardan uzaklastirilarak,
imparatorlugun giiney vilayetlerine sevk edilmelerini
dngodren bir yasa kabul etmistir (Sevk ve Iskan Kanu-
nu). Tehcir, lilke topraklari icinde bir yer degistirme (re-
location) olup Ulke disina sevk etme (deportation) s6z
konusu degildir.

Osmanli Hikameti yerleri degistirilen Ermenilerin
korunmasi ve iaselerinin saglanmasi icin yogun gay-
ret gostermis, buna karsilik savas, i¢ ¢atismalar, salgin
hastaliklar ve aglik gibi glinlin agir kosullarinda insani
kayiplar yasanmasina mani olamamistir. Ancak, yalniz-
ca Ermenilerin degil, imparatorlugu olusturan biitiin
halklarin Birinci Dlinya Savasi'na giden donemde or-



taya ¢ikan milliyetgilik akimlari ve bi: Ek_zyol
actigr yikimdan etkilendigi unutulmar do
nemde 5 milyondan fazla Misliman | Jal-
kanlar ve Kafkaslar'daki yurtlarindan strulmuslerdir.

1915 Olaylarindan neredeyse yarim asir sonra, gegmi-
sin acilarindan turetilen yeni bir tarih yazimi hareketi
baslamistir. Yasanilanlari sadece Ermenilerin goziin-
den anlatmaya ve diinya kamuoyunda poplilerlestir-
meye yonelik bu kampanya, radikalizmi koriiklemis,
teror ve siddet eylemlerine neden olmustur. ASALA
(Ermenistan’in Kurtulusu icin Ermeni Gizli Orgiit),
JCAG (Ermeni Soykirimi Adalet Komandolari) ve ARA
(Ermeni Devrimci Ordusu) gibi Ermeni teror orglitle-
rince gerceklestirilen saldirilarda, 58'i Tlrk vatandasi
olmak tizere (31'i diplomat ve aile mensubu) 77 kisi
gaddarca katledilmistir.

Ermeni radikaller, 1915 Olaylarini, tarihsel arka planini
ve olgulari bir yana birakarak, hukuki boyutu ise tama-
men g6z ardi ederek, “soykinim” olarak tanimlamakta-
dir. Oysa, 1915 Olaylarinin ne sekilde tanimlanacagina
dair siyasi veya akademik bir oydagsmadan bahsedile-
mez. Mesele, mesru bir tartisma konusudur.

Turkiye, tartismali tarihsel konularin ne sekilde ta-
nimlanacagl hususunun siyasetin degil tarih bilimi
ve uluslararasi hukukun yetki alaninda oldugu gori-
siindedir. Osmanli imparatorlugunun son yillar tiim
imparatorluk halki igin trajik bir donem olmustur.
Turkler, Ermeniler ve diger topluluklar buytk acilar

Ui
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yasamislardir. Turkiye, Ermenilerin k_zarl goz
ardi etmemekte ancak 1915te ya aylarin
bir tarafin diger tarafa uyguladigi | olarak

carpitilmasina karsi ¢cikmaktadir.

Bu donemin tiim yonleriyle anlasilmasi, hayatini kay-
beden ¢ok sayidaki insanin hatirasina gereken say-
ginin gosterilmesi, tarihin segici olmayan ve nesnel
bigimde hatirlanmasi ve anlatilmasi insani ve vicdani
bir gorevdir. Bu ¢cercevede, Cumhurbaskani Sayin Recep
Tayyip Erdogan 2005 yilinda “Ortak Tarih Komisyonu”
kurulmasi ¢agrisinda bulunmustur. Halen masada bu-
lunan bu teklife Ermeni tarafi karsilik vermemistir.

Turkiye ile Ermenistan arasindaki normallesme sireci
devam etmektedir. Tarihi ve hukuki agidan mesnetsiz
soykirim iddialarinin siyasi saiklerle ileri surtilmesi,
normallesme yoniindeki cabalari zayiflatmaktan baska
bir amaca hizmet etmemektedir.

Turkler ve Ermeniler, ortak gegmislerindeki zorlu do-
nemleri unutmaksizin tarihi dostluklarini yeniden insa
etmek igin calismalidirlar.

. Soykirim uluslararasi hukukta agikg nis
vahim bir suctur, herhangi bir vahset olayini kabaca
nitelendirmekte kullanilabilecek, jenerik bir kelime
degildir.

. Bu sucun uluslararasi hukukta ilk kez tanimlandigi
1948 tarihli Soykirim Sugunun Onlenmesine ve Ceza-
landirilmasina Dair Sézlesme’'ye gore, soykirim sugu-
nun islenip islenmedigi ancak yetkili mahkeme kara-
riyla tespit edilebilir.

. Sadece Holokost, Ruanda, Srebrenitsa ve Kambogya
soykirimlari yetkili mahkemelerin kararlariyla tespit
edilmistir.
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. 1915 Olaylari hakkinda ise boyle bir yetkili mahkeme
karari mevcut degildir. Oysa, bir hadisenin soykirim
olup olmadigina ancak yetkili mahkemeler karar ve-
rebilmektedir. Bazi ulkelerin parlamentolarinda aldigi
cesitli kararlarin veya siyasilerce yapilan aciklamalarin
herhangi bir hukuki degeri ve gegerliligi yoktur.

. Nitekim, Avrupa insan Haklari Mahkemesinin konuya
iliskin kararlari da (Peringek ve Mercan) Holokost'tan
farkli olarak 1915 Olaylarinin mesru bir tartisma ko-
nusu oldugunu teyit etmektedir. Bu cercevede, bazi
Avrupa Ulkelerinde soykirim iddialarini savunan grup-
larin baskilariyla hazirlanan inkarcilik tasarilari s6z ko-
nusu AIHM ictihadi cercevesinde iptal edilmistir.
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Sozlesmeye gore soykirim; belirli b Ek_zsal, et-
nik, irksal veya dini kimlikleri nede " ya da
tamamen ortadan kaldirmak amacr irtakim
fiillerden olugsmaktadir.

Soykirim sucunun diger suglardan ayrilmasini sagla-
yan en belirleyici ozellik, failde bulunmasi gereken
“yok etme 6zel kasti”dir (dolus specialis). 1915 Olaylari
baglaminda ise Osmanli Devletinin “imha etme” kas-
tiyla tehcir karari aldigini gosteren herhangi bir kanit
bulunmamaktadir.

Aksine, Osmanli Devleti’nin sevke tabi tutulan Erme-
nilerin giivenliginin saglanmasi icin gerekli onlem-
leri aldigi ve bu talimatlara uymayan kisileri Divan-i
Harpe sevk ederek idam dahil gesitli hapis cezalarina
carptirdigi arsiv belgeleriyle sabittir.

Ayrica, tehcir sirasinda ve sonrasindaki 1917 yilinda
Osmanli blrokrasisinde 522 Ermeni kékenli Osmanli
vatandasinin calisiyor olmasi, esasen 1915 tarihinde
uygulamaya konulan Sevk ve iskan Kanununun her-
hangi bir etnik/dini/irksal veya ulusal grubu hedef
alan ideolojik saiklerle degil devletin glivenlik ihtiyag-
lari gergevesinde alinmis mesru bir énlem oldugunu
ortaya koymaktadir.

Osmanli Ermenilerinin tamaminin sevke tabi tutulma-
masi, tehcirin 6nlem amacli bir uygulama oldugunu
gdsteren 6nemli bir faktoérdir. Oncelikle yer degistir-
me uygulamasi,Osmanli Devletinin sadece isyan ¢ika-

Buna karsilik
Turkiye, 1960 Garanti Antlasmasi cercevesinde, dnce
ingiltere’'ye ortak miidahale teklifinde bulunmustur.
ingiltere’nin olumsuz cevap vermesi iizerine Ada'da-
ki Turklerin glivenligini de dikkate alarak Turkiye, 20
Temmuz 1974 glini Kibris Baris Harekatrni baslatmis-
tir. Baris Harekati ile Tirkiye, yalnizca ENOSIS'’i 6nle-
yerek Tirk halkinin varligini giivence altina almamis,

Adadaki ihtilafin ¢ozimi igin yapilan en kapsamli
girisimlerden biri federal bir devlet kurulmasini 6n-
goren, temelleri 1999 yilinda atilan Annan Planrdir.
Mizakereler neticesinde nihai hale getirilen ¢ozim
plani 24 Nisan 2004 tarihinde KKTC'de ve Gliney Kib-
ris Rum Yonetimi'nde (GKRY) es zamanli referandum-
larla iki halkin onayina sunulmustur. Kibrisli Rumlarin
%75.83’U plan icin “Hayir” oyu verirken, Kibris Turkleri
planin kendileri icin getirecedi pek ¢ok zorluga rag-
men %64.91 cogunlukla plana “Evet” demistir. Kibris
Rum tarafinin plani reddetmesi karsisinda BM ve AB
dahil tiim uluslararasi camianin destekledigi bu kap-
samli ¢dzim plani gegersiz hale gelmistir.

Annan Plani sonrasindaki siirecte de, milli davamiz

Son olarak, 2021 Nisan yilinda KKTC Cumhurbagkani
Ersin Tatar, BM himayesinde diizenlenen Kibris Tirk ve
Rum liderlerle birlikte, garantor Ulkeler Turkiye, Yuna-
nistan ve ingilterenin de katildigi gayriresmi toplanti-
da oncelikle Kibris Tiirk halkinin egemen esitliginin ve
esit uluslararasi statlistinlin tescil edilmesine; ardin-
dan Ada’'daki iki devletin aralarinda tesis edecekleri is
birligi iliskisine dair miizakerelerin baslamasina yone-
lik yazili bir éneri sunmustur.
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Turkiye Cumhuriyeti, Ada’da bugtin iki ayri halk ve iki

Deniz
alanlarinin kesistigi ya da bir noktada birlestigi yer-
lerdeki yakin ya da karsit konumlar arasinda bulunan
deniz alanlari sinirlarinin anlagmayla ve hakkaniyet il-
kesi cercevesinde belirlenmesi gerekliligi uluslararasi
hukukun temel bir kuralidir.

Dogu Akdeniz'de kendi haklarimizi ve Kibris Turkleri-
nin haklarini korumak igin sergiledigimiz kararli du-
rusa karsi AB'nin ve bazi Uglincu ulkelerin takindig
onyargili tutum, bolgenin istikrar ve huzuruna katki
saglamamaktadir.

Turkiye, Ege ve Dogu Akdeniz'deki uyusmazliklarin
¢ozumiinde hakkaniyet, diyalog ve is birligini esas
almakta, uluslararasi hukuk temelinden ayrilmamak-
tadir.

Turkiye, Dogu Akdeniz'de deniz yetki alanlarinin adil
ve bariscil sekilde sinirlandirilmasini temin etmek igin
Gliney Kibris Rum Yénetimi (GKRY) harig tim taraflarla
diyaloga hazirdir. GKRY ile gorustilmesi ise ancak Kib-
ris Sorunu ¢ozildiikten sonra mimkdndur.

Tirkiye'nin Akdeniz'deki sismik arastirma ve sondaj fa-
aliyetleri, uluslararasi hukuka uygun olarak, Tirkiye’nin
mesru hak ve menfaatleri cergevesinde icra edilmek-
tedir.

2021 yilinda “Ozgiir Birey, Giiclii Toplum; Daha Demok-
ratik Bir Tiirkiye” vizyonuyla insan Haklari Eylem Plani
hazirlanmistir. Avrupa Konseyi ve AB temsilcilerinin
gorusleri de alinarak hazirlanan Eylem Planrnin ¢ikis
noktasl, insanin maddi ve manevi varligi ile onur ve
sayginligini devletin bitin kurum ve kuruluslariyla
tlim islem ve eylemlerinde koruma yikimluliguddr.

In the 3 century BC, Huns founded the largest ever
empire in history until that date, under the leadership
of Mete Khan.

Carrying out raids extending well to the western Eu-
rope, Turks forced other communities to migrate to the
west, causing the “Migration of Tribes”.

In 552, Turks founded the Gokturk State, under which
they adopted the word “Turk” as the official name of
the state for the first time in history.

After the collapse of the Gokturk State, Turks founded
the Uygur State in 741.

After the collapse of the Uygur State in 840 by Kyr-
gyz, another Turkish community, Karahanli State was
founded and later became the first Muslim Turkish
state in history. Following Turkish states Ghaznavids
and Seljuks continued Turkish influence in western
Central Asia.

Turkish dominance in Central Asia started to extend
to India starting from the 13" century. Borders of
the Babur State, which was founded by Babur Shah,
reached to Bangladesh.

Great Seljuk State’s Sultan Alparslan defeated Byzan-
tine emperor Diogones in Malazgirt area located in
eastern Anatolia in 1071, which opened the gates of
Anatolia to Turks.

The Ottoman Empire fought against Britain, France,
and Russia during the First World War. The war caused
the Ottoman Empire to collapse.

May 1919 marked the launch of the War of Independ-
ence that would result in the foundation of the Re-
public of Turkiye.

The entente states occupied Istanbul on 16 March
1920.

Turkiye became a member of NATO in 1952 and de-
fended the eastern wing of the organization against
the Soviet threat during the Cold War.

Customs Union was established between Tiirkiye and
the EU in 1995.

Turkiye started the EU accession negotiations on 3
October 2005.

On 21 October 2007, a referendum was held on the
constitutional amendment stipulating the election of
the Turkish President directly by the public and accept-
ed by 69% of the votes.

With the settlement in Anatolia,
a “poetry legacy” was formed with prominent figures such
as Yunus Emre. This legacy was passed down to poets like
Fuzuli, Taslicali Yahya, Nedim, Baki, Seyh Galib, and Ziya
Pasha of the Ottoman period and; Yahya Kemal, Asik Vey-
sel, Orhan Veli, Attila lhan, and Fazil Hisnu Daglarca of
the Republican period. From the Ottoman period until the
Republic, our writers like Resat Nuri, Halide Edip, Ahmet
Hasim, Halid Ziya, Refik Halid, and Omer Seyfettin created
masterpieces in contemporary literary forms like novels
and short stories.

Numerous works of Republican period Turkish literature writ-
ers were translated into different languages, enabling Turk-
ish literature to gain international recognition. Nazim Hikmet,
Necip Fazil, Yasar Kemal, Orhan Kemal, Aziz Nesin, Sait Faik,
Peyami Safa, Ahmet Hamdi Tanpinar, Sabahattin Ali, Mustafa
Kutlu, Adalet Agaoglu, iskender Pala, Ahmet Umit, Ayse Ku-
lin, Hakan Giinday and Orhan Pamuk, who was awarded with
the Nobel Prize for Literature in 2006 are among the most
widely read authors of our literature in other countries. Our
authors, such as Yalva¢ Ural, Giilten Dayioglu, Mevlana Idris
Zengin, Zeynep Cemali, Aytul Akal, Sara $Sahinkanat, Behig Ak,
Fatih Erdogan, Feridun Oral, who wrote works in the field of
children’s and young adult literature, are read with interest.

The Turkish musical tradition stretches back to 1600 BC,and
the kopuz, which is regarded as the first instrument of Turks,
is the progenitor of the family of Turkish plucked string in-
struments. Its forms with string and plectrum include dom-
bra, dutar, setar, and ¢dgur (choghur), and its bowed string
forms are composed of kamancha, kemenge, and kemane.
The percussion instruments, known as depki instruments,
are made of leather, wood, and bone and include today’s
bendir,davul, tef, spoon, zil (cymbals), calpara (castinets),and
brass instruments are called 6tkii instruments.

The migration of Turks to Anatolia and their conversion to Is-
lam have a profound effect on Turkish music culture. Turkish
Folk Music, Classical Turkish Music, and Sufi Music have de-
veloped as subgenres of Turkish Music with recent research.

Additionally, the establishment of music departments and
conservatories in the field of Western music in the post-Re-
public period facilitated the introduction of classical and
polyphonic music studies in the field of modern music.

Muzaffer Sarisozen and Sadi Yaver Ataman, who were in-
volved in Turkish Folk Music compilation, Ali Ufki Bey in the
17t% century in the field of Classical Turkish Music, Hliseyin
Saadettin Arel in the Republican period, Cemal Resit Rey,

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Hasan Ferid Alnar, Ulvi Cemal Erkin, Ah Ek_2§aygun
and Necil Kazim Akses, known as the T in the
field of Western Music, have made gre ons to
Turkish music.

Our country has recently produced world-renowned musi-
cians and conductors, such as Hikmet Simsek, Girer Aykal,
Renkm Gékmen and Betin Giines. Fazil Say (pianist), Idil
Biret (pianist) and Suna Kan (violin virtuoso) are some of
the famous Turkish musicians who won awards in interna-
tional competitions. Besides popular music; we have inter-
nationally recognised jazz musicians such as Kerem Gorsev,
ithan Ersahin and Aydin Esen. Furthermore, our country has
produced notable figures such as music producer Ahmet Er-
tegiin,who introduced numerous artists (The Rolling Stones,
Led Zeppelin, Eric Clapton, Aretha Franklin, Ray Charles, etc.)
to the world of music, and Leyla Gencer, one of the most
acclaimed operatic sopranos of her time.

Cinema

The film about the demolition of the Ayastefanos (San Ste-
fano) monument on November 14, 1914, directed by Fuat
Uzkinay, is considered the “first Turkish film”and Uzkinay the
“first Turkish cinematographer.

The period from 1922 to 1949 that was structured on the
basis of private production companies in the Turkish film
industry is known as the “Private Production Companies Era’”
Muhsin Erturgul is a doyen of Turkish cinema, renowned for
adapting his theatrical works to the cinema during this pe-
riod. The productions that had increased since the 1950s in-
dicate a time when Turkish cinema assumed a clear identity.

In the 1970s, the growing popularity of television drove the
general public away from the cinema; movie theatres began



to close, and the cinema industry shrank. E Ek_ the
1980s, the “star system” collapsed, and films ed
according to the director rather than the lec Vith
the consecutive introduction of private tele.._._.. _.._..1els
in the 1990s, the number of cinemas in the Turkish film sec-
tor began to decline.

In 2000s, both the audience profile and the filmmakers’ nar-
ratives shifted significantly. As a result of the enacted legis-
lation, there has been a huge growth in both film production
and audience size. The number of viewers, which was 23.5
million in 2002, exceeded 59 million in 2019. In addition
to the increase in the number of the audience, Turkish films
have returned from the world’s most prestigious events in-
cluding Cannes, Berlin, Venice, and Tokyo Film Festival, with
a number of awards.

With an increasing number of viewers and films, diversity
in production, and awards won in the international arena in
recent years, Turkish cinema is firmly moving towards be-
coming a brand.

Turkish Series

Presently, the most significant productions in the television
industry are television series, which account for 40% of all
television programs. The production processes and costs of
television series have caught up to those of feature films,
and their exports have reached significant levels.

Considering their ratings abroad, Turkish TV series are an es-
sential component of our country’s soft power in the context
of cultural diplomacy. Every year, Tirkiye produces dozens of
TV series, and to date, Turkish TV series have been exported
to 152 countries. It is estimated that there are approximately
600 million viewers for Turkish TV series, which are promot-
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ed all over the world, from the United ¢ Ek_ e, from
China to Russia, and notably in the M d Bal-
kan countries. Turkish TV series export ficantly
increased, placing our country among t... ... ...- Jjlobally
in this sector.

GUmds (Silver), Muhtesem Yizyil (Magnificent Century), and
Binbir Gece (One Thousand and One Nights) are the most
popular Turkish TV series to date. Haluk Bilginer won “Best
Actor” at the 2019 International Emmy Awards, one of the
most prestigious television awards, for his leading role in
the television series “Sahsiyet (Persona).’ The TV series “Kara
Sevda (Endless Love)” won “Best Telenovela” at the Interna-
tional Emmy Awards in 2017.

In international festivals and contests, our artists such
as Kivang Tatlitug, Burak Ozcivit, Fahriye Evcen, Tugba
Buytikustiin, Engin Akyiirek and Kerem Blirsin were deemed
worthy of awards.

Turkish Cuisine

Turkish cuisine is a healthy, wasteless and sustainable prac-
tice of harvesting, processing, combining, and serving thou-
sands of products growing on the fertile lands of Anatolia.
Turkish cuisine draws its strength from local ingredients
provided by quality seeds produced on fertile lands. Dating
back to centuries, Turkish cuisine offers the most refined fla-
vors that has extended to the present day as the heritage of
taste from numerous civilizations.

Since 2021, the week between 21 and 27 May is celebrated
as the “Week of Turkish Cuisine” every year in order to in-
troduce our country’s potential in gastronomy tourism more
actively with national and international effects. Every year,
the “Week of Turkish Cuisine”is celebrated around the world
with attractive promotional events through representations



in foreign countries, with a certain theme ¢ at

In order to transform “Turkish breakfast” into nd,
which is a special and important element of the Turkish cui-
sine attracting more attention from foreign people day by
day, “World Breakfast Day” events are organized in our coun-
try and representatives in foreign countries on the first Sun-
day of every June. In this context, Turkish breakfast events
have been held around the world since 2021 and efforts
continue to traditionalize the World Breakfast Day.

Since the Turkish Coffee Culture and Tradition was includ-
ed in UNESCO’s Intangible Cultural Heritage List on 5 De-
cember 2013, this day is celebrated as the “World Turkish
Coffee Day” around the world. On 5 December every year,
Turkish Coffee Culture and Tradition introduction activities
are performed.

Turkiye is an active member of the Anti-DAESH Coali-
tion and is co-leading the FTF working group within
this Coalition. Turkiye has also carried out military
operations that significantly reduced DAESH’s influen-
ce in Iraq and Syria.

As a result of DAESH attacks, Turkiye has lost hundreds
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of citizens. Thanks to the effectiv Ek 2rrorism
measures taken, DAESH has been ¢ m carr-
ying out extensive operations in ol

Turkiye's counter-terrorism operations against DAESH
in Syria also constitute a significant strike against the
PKK terrorist organisation.

There are organisations that can be evaluated as an
extension of the PKK/KCK in Iran, Syria and Irag. These
organisations are called KODAR/PJAK in Iran, Tawgari
Azadi in Iraq, and PYD/YPG in Syria. In Europe, it con-
ducts operations under the name KCDK-E (European
Kurdistan Democratic Societies Congress).

The treacherous coup attempt, which took place on
the evening of July 15,2016 and thwarted by the he-
roic defence of democracy by the Turkish people, has
unveiled a new dimension of terrorism that has never
been seen before.

After the coup attempt on July 15, Tiirkiye made com-
bating FETO/PSS armed terrorist organisation, the
perpetrator of the treacherous attempt, a top priority.

In October 2021,
FETO/PSS was listed as a terrorist organisation in the
quadrilateral declaration published following a sum-
mit between our President and the Presidents of Togo,
Burkina Faso,and Liberia.

(FATF), the OECD’s global anti-money laundering and
terrorist financing watchdog. Tiirkiye is constantly re-
viewing its regulations and applications on the issues
of financing of terror in order to completely follow the
FATF recommendations.

In addition to contributing to the capacity-building
efforts of the UN and regional organisations as part
of efforts to strengthen international cooperation in
the fight against terrorism, our country also carries out
bilateral capacity-building programmes with reques-
ting countries.

more than 800 years. During the Otton he

Armenian community was described as a “loyal nation’
due to its loyalty to the state. In the Ottoman adminis-
tration, Armenians were appointed to many important
positions such as minister, pasha (general), ambassa-
dor, governor,and commercial representative.

However, the separatist movements that emerged in
the Balkans in the 19" century affected some seg-
ments of the Armenian population starting from the
1880s, and various Armenian committees began to be
established. The common goal of the secret commit-
tees was the establishment of a politically and eth-
nically homogeneous Armenian state in the regions
inhabited by Armenians in the Ottoman lands. With
the provocation of these committees and foreign sup-
port, the first major Armenian revolt broke out in Van
in 1896.

Separatist Armenians, taking advantage of the start of
the First World War and the Ottoman Empire’s entry
into war against the Entente Powers, revolted and co-
operated with the invading Russian Army and other
foreign enemy forces to carry out massacres against
Turks and Muslims and attacking the Ottoman Army
and cutting off their supply lines.
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After the Armenian gangs launch k_21d Van
revolt on 15 April 1915 and starte *he Ot-
toman Empire from inside in line v iian at-
tacks, the Ottoman government warned the Armenian
Patriarch, its deputies and the leaders of the Armenian
community and declared that it would take the neces-
sary measures if the attacks continued.

However, when this warning failed, the Ottoman gov-
ernment closed the Armenian Committees on 24 April
1915 and arrested some committee members for ac-
tivities against the state. Every year on the 24th of
April, the date of the so-called genocide commemora-
tion, is actually the date when the Armenian commit-
tee members responsible for the rebellion and armed
attacks were arrested.

In the face of this great threat, the Ottoman govern-
ment,on 27 May 1915, resorted to a legitimate defense
measure that any country in the same situation would
take without hesitation, and ordered the Armenian
population residing in the war zone or nearby strate-
gic areas to be removed from the lines close to the
invading Russian army and transferred to the southern
provinces of the Empire, and adopted a law (the Law
of Relocation and Settlement). Relocation took place
within the territory of the country without deportation.

Although the Ottoman government made great efforts
to protect the relocated Armenians and to provide
them with food, they could not prevent human losses



in the harsh conditions of the day such . Ek_zal
conflicts, epidemics, and hunger. How ild
not be forgotten that not only the Arrr all
the communities that made up the Empire were af-
fected by the nationalist movements that emerged in
the period leading up to the First World War and the
destruction caused by the war itself. In the same peri-
od, more than 5 million Muslims were massacred and
exiled from their homes in the Balkans and Caucasus.

Almost half a century after the events of 1915, a new
narrative of history emerged, being derived from the
pains of the past. This campaign, which aims to tell
what happened only through the eyes of Armenians
and to popularize it in the world, fueled radicalism
and led to acts of terror and violence. In the attacks
carried out by Armenian terrorist organizations such
as ASALA (Armenian Secret Organization for the Lib-
eration of Armenia), JCAG (Armenian Genocide Justice
Commandos),and ARA (Armenian Revolutionary Army),
77 persons were brutally murdered, 58 of whom were
Turkish citizens (31 of them were diplomats and their
family members).

Armenian radicals define the events of 1915 as “gen-
ocide”, leaving aside the historical background and
facts, completely ignoring the legal dimension. How-
ever, there is no political or academic consensus on
how to define the events of 1915 . The issue is a legit-
imate topic of discussion.
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Turkiye is of the opinion that how t _ntrover-
sial historical issues is within the ju histor-
ical science and international law, r he last
years of the Ottoman Empire were a tragic time for all
the people of the Empire. Turks, Armenians, and other
communities all experienced great suffering. Tirkiye
does not ignore the suffering of the Armenians but op-
poses the distortion of the painful events of 1915 as
“‘genocide” performed by one side on the other.

It is @ humanitarian and moral duty to understand this
period in all its dimensions,to show due respect to the
memory of the many people who lost their lives, and
to remember and tell history in a non-selective and
objective way. In this context, President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan called for the establishment of a “Joint His-
torical Commission” in 2005. The Armenian side did
not respond to this offer, which is still on the table.

The normalization process between Tirkiye and Ar-
menia continues. The politically motivated claims of
genocide, which are historically and legally baseless,
serve no other purpose than to weaken the efforts to-
wards normalization.

Turks and Armenians should work together to rebuild
their historical friendship without forgetting the diffi-
cult times in their common past.

Why The Events of 1915 Cannot | Ei_2

. Genocide is a major crime clearly defined in interna-
tional law, and it is not a generic word that can be
used to roughly describe any atrocity.

. According to the 1948 Convention on the Prevention
and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide, which de-
fined this crime for the first time in international law,
whether the crime of genocide was committed can
only be determined by a court decision.

. Only the Holocaust and Rwanda, Srebrenica and Cam-
bodia genocides have been determined by the deci-
sions of the competent courts.

. There is no such competent court decision regarding
the events of 1915. However, only authorized courts
can decide whether an incident was genocide or not.
Various decisions taken in the parliaments of some
countries or statements made by politicians do not
have any legal value and validity.

. As a matter of fact, the relevant decisions of the Eu-
ropean Court of Human Rights (Peringek and Mercan)
confirm that the events of 1915, unlike the Holocaust,
are a legitimate topic of discussion. In this context, the
denial plans developed in some European countries
under the pressure of groups advocating the genocide
allegations were annulled within the framework of the
aforementioned ECHR case-law.
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According to the Convention, gen Ek- ts of a
number of acts committed with th troying
a certain group partially or compl¢ n their
national, ethnic, racial or religious identities.

The most important feature that distinguishes the
crime of genocide from other crimes is the “special
intent to destroy” (dolus specialis) that the perpetrator
must have. In the context of the events of 1915, there
is no evidence that the Ottoman Empire decided to
relocate Armenians with the intention of “destroying”.

On the contrary, it is proven by the archive documents
that the Ottoman Empire took the necessary measures
to ensure the safety of the Armenians who were relo-
cated and sent those who did not comply with these
instructions to the Court of War and sentenced them
to various sentences including death.

In addition, the fact that 522 Ottoman citizens of Ar-
menian origin were working in the Ottoman bureau-
cracy during and after the relocation as of 1917 re-
veals that the Law on Relocation and Settlement was
put into effect in 1915 within the framework of the
state’s security needs and not through ideological mo-
tives targeting any ethnic, religious, racial, or national
group, as a legitimate measure.

The fact that not all Ottoman Armenians were relocat-
ed is an important factor showing that the relocation
was a precautionary practice. First of all, relocation



was carried out only in the Eastern Pr e

Ottoman Empire, where the rebellion t Ek Z:d
the Armenian population in the Westerr nd o

the Istanbul Patriarchate were not included.
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The Cyprus Issue erupted with the ( ts’ 127

attempt to unilaterally seize the adn by
abandoning the agreement of living togetner and
co-managing the Island, by excluding the Turkish Cyp-
riots from the partnership state established in 1960
following the London and Zurich Agreements signed
in 1959. As part of the Greek Cypriot side’s ENOSIS
(unification with Greece) ideology, especially the EOKA
terrorist organization carried out many terrorist acts
and massacres against the Turkish Cypriots who have
been living on the island for hundreds of years, includ-
ing the Bloody Christmas massacre in 1963. The Turk-
ish Cypriot side and Turkiye, on the other hand, have
never accepted this illegal and illegitimate situation
that prevents the Turkish Cypriots from exercising
their rights as equal partners.
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After nearly 11 years of terror and violence, on 15
July 1974, EOKA leader Nikos Sampson carried out a
coup detat against Makarios and seized power for a
short time in order to connect the island to Greece.
On the other hand, Tiirkiye first offered the UK a joint
intervention within the framework of the 1960 Treaty
of Guarantee. Upon the negative response of the UK,
Turkiye launched the Cyprus Peace Operation on 20
July 1974 for the security of the Turks on the island.
With the Peace Operation, Tuirkiye not only secured the
existence of the Turkish people by preventing ENOSIS,
but also ended the activities of EOKA, which had an
aggressive attitude against the Greeks as well as the
Turks, and established a peaceful environment for the
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entire Island. The Peace Operatior Ek_Znental
in bringing democracy to Greece b ? over-
thrown of the junta regime.

After the negotiations on the bi-zonal, bi-commu-
nal federal solution model did not yield any results,
which was put in the agenda with the 1977-79 Sum-
mit Agreements, the Turkish Cypriot side declared the
establishment of the Turkish Republic of Northern Cy-
prus (TRNC) on 15 November 1983 based on the right
to self-determination.

One of the most comprehensive attempts to resolve
the conflict on the island was the Annan Plan, the
foundations of which were laid in 1999, envisaging
the establishment of a federal state. The solution plan,
which was shaped as a result of the negotiations, was
submitted to the approval of the two people of two
sides with simultaneous referendums in the TRNC and
the Greek Cypriot Administration (GCA) on 24 April
2004. While 75.83% of Greek Cypriots voted “no” for
the plan, Turkish Cypriots said “yes” with a majority
of 64.91%, despite the many difficulties that the plan
would bring for them. In the face of the Greek Cypriot
side’s rejection of the plan, this comprehensive solu-
tion plan supported by the entire international com-
munity including the UN and the EU became void.

In the process after the Annan Plan, the efforts to re-
solve the Cyprus Issue, our national cause, in a way
that protects the rights and interests of the Turkish
Cypriot people arising from the fact that they are the
main element and co-owner of the Island continued
with determination, based on the need to meet the



security concerns. However, the Cypr Ek_zce,
which continued intermittently betw nd
2017,ended inconclusively in July 2017 ek
Cypriot side’s uncompromising attitude c.iu 1isiswiiCe
on not sharing political power.

Finally, in April 2021, Ersin Tatar, the President of the
TRNC, together with the Turkish and Greek Cypriot
leaders, attended the informal meeting held under
the auspices of the UN with the participation of the
guarantor countries Turkiye, Greece and the United
Kingdom and he submitted a written proposal for the
start of negotiations for the recognition of the equal
sovereignty of Turkish Cypriots as an international sta-
tus and the cooperation between the two states on
the island.

Based on the fact that there are two separate nations
and states on the island today, the Republic of Tiir-
kiye gives full support to the proposal presented by
the President of the TRNC. Turkiye maintains its con-
structive stance towards starting results-oriented ne-
gotiations for a comprehensive and sustainable coop-
eration between the two ‘equal” States on the Island,
based on the recognition of Turkish Cypriot people’s
birthright equality and equal international status,
which was usurped in 1963.

The Republic of Tiirkiye uninterruptedly continues its
efforts to end the inhumane isolation and restrictions
imposed on the Turkish Cypriot people today.
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Tirkiye has legitimate rights and int Ek-zed
by the international law in the maritin he
Eastern Mediterranean.

According to the international law, the right of the is-
lands to create a maritime jurisdiction (entitlement)
is not the same as the limitation of maritime juris-
diction (delimitation). The International Court of Jus-
tice, in similar disputes between third countries, has
decided that islands damaging equitable delimitation
can only create limited jurisdiction or cannot have a
continental shelf or exclusive economic zone beyond
the territorial waters.

Greece’s request for a maritime jurisdiction area of
40 thousand square kilometers for the island of Meis,
which is approximately 10 square kilometers and
is located 2 kilometers from the Turkish coast and
580 kilometers from the Greek mainland, is not only
against international law, but also against equity.

With the 1923 Lausanne Peace Treaty, the 1947 Paris
Peace Treaty and other international documents on
the subject, the East Aegean Islands were taken into
non-military status. However, Greece has been acting
against the non-military status of these islands since
the 1950s and has accepted this with its official state-
ments.

A country’s airspace must overlap with its territorial
waters, and the practice of airspace extending beyond
its territorial waters is against the international law.
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Although the territorial waters of Ek_ 5 nau-
tical miles wide, the width of its ali miles.
Therefore, Greece’s illegal airspar n ex-
ceeding 4 nautical miles over its te. icoriaw vwawl's and
the accusations of airspace violation against Turkiye
based on this do not have a legal basis.

In seas with unique geographical features, such as the
Aegean and the Mediterranean, increasing the width
of the territorial sea and limiting the maritime juris-
diction areas should not violate the rights of other
coastal states. It is a fundamental rule of the interna-
tional law that the boundaries of sea areas, which are
located between close or opposite positions where
maritime areas intersect or converge, must be deter-
mined by agreement and within the framework of the
principle of equity.

The prejudiced attitude of the EU and some third
countries against our determined stance to protect
our rights and the rights of the Turkish Cypriots in the
Eastern Mediterranean does not contribute to stability
and peace in the region.

Turkiye is taking fairness, dialogue,and cooperation as
the basis in the resolution of disputes in the Aegean
and Eastern Mediterranean, and it never leaves the
principles of the international law.

Turkiye is ready for dialogue with all parties except
the Greek Cypriot Administration (GCA) to ensure the
fair and peaceful limitation of maritime jurisdiction
areas in the Eastern Mediterranean. Negotiation with
the Greek Cypriot Administration is only possible after
the Cyprus Issue is resolved.



Turkiye’s seismic exploration and drilli Ek_ in
the Mediterranean are carried out wit Zwe-
work of Tirkiye’s legitimate rights and ac-
cordance with the international law.
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Turkiye did not become a party to the UN Convention
on the Law of the Sea Convention (UNCLOS) as there is
no mechanism to allow it to make reservations to the
provisions it objects to.

Greece bases its claims on the islands on Article 121
of UNCLOS on the maritime jurisdiction of the islands.
The provisions of the said article do not bind Tiirkiye,
and Turkiye is in the position of a permanent objector
state to the articles that it does not accept in UNCLOS.
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Turkiye takes the international law, equity, dialogue,
and cooperation as the basis in the resolution of dis-
putes in the Aegean and Eastern Mediterranean.

Taking human rights in a broad perst lye
adopts the motto “Keep People Alive sc ite
Lives!” as a principle and makes respect for human
dignity one of its foreign policy priorities. Turkiye has
implemented many reforms on strengthening democ-
racy and the rule of law and ensuring full respect for
fundamental rights and freedoms.

Tirkiye has ratified the UN Universal Declaration of
Human Rights and has become a party to the Euro-
pean Convention on Human Rights and almost all of
the UN fundamental human rights conventions. These
include conventions related to civil, political, econom-
ic, social, and cultural rights, rights of children, wom-
en, disabled, and migrant workers and conventions
against racial discrimination, torture and ill-treatment.

According to Article 90 of the Turkish Constitution,“In
the case of a conflict between international agree-
ments, duly put into effect, concerning fundamental
rights and freedoms and the laws due to differences in
provisions on the same matter, the provisions of inter-
national agreements shall prevail”

Tirkiye became a party to the Convention on the Elim-
ination of ALl Forms of Discrimination Against Women
(CEDAW) in 1985.

In order to comply with the OSCE documents and EU
acquis, especially the case-law of the European Court
of Human Rights, necessary modifications changes
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have been made in national laws Ek_z’ons in
areas including freedom of thouc ession,
freedom of association and assemr of re-
ligion, functioning of the judiciary, civil-miutary rela-
tions, and economic, social and cultural rights.

The possibility of individual application to the Consti-
tutional Court, the establishment of institutions such
as the Human Rights and Equality Institution of Turki-
ye and the Ombudsman are among the changes made
in this context.

The adoption of the new Civil Code at the beginning
of 2002 and the new Turkish Penal Code adopted in
September 2004 constitute important stages of legal
reforms.

Turkiye ratified Protocol no 6 to the European Conven-
tion on Human Rights on the abolition of the death
penalty in November 2003. The ratification procedures
of Protocol no 13, which abolished the death penalty
under all circumstances, were completed in February
2006 and the aforementioned Protocol entered into
force for our country.

Progress has been ensured in the field of freedom of
thought and expression with the “Law Amending the
Turkish Penal Code”, which entered into force in May
2008.

Fundamental rights and freedoms in many areas have
been expanded and the Turkish constitutional system
has been brought in line with international obliga-



tions with the arrangements included i Ek_z'u-
tional amendment package adopted w n-
dum on 12 September 2010.

In order to exercise human rights on the basis of dem-
ocratic legitimacy, Turkiye has prepared the “New Judi-
cial Reform Strategy” in 2019, taking into account the
standards and norms of the Council of Europe and the
EU.The changes envisaged in the strategy were enact-
ed through judicial packages. Thanks to these pack-
ages, freedom of expression was strengthened, legal
remedies were expanded, the duration of detention
was limited during the investigation phase, and new,
simple,and accelerated procedures such as rapid trial,
simple trial,and e-trial were introduced.

In 2021, a Human Rights Action Plan was developed
based on the vision formulated as “Free Individual,
Strong Society; a More Democratic Turkiye” The start-
ing point of the Action Plan, which was prepared by
taking the opinions of the Council of Europe and EU
representatives, is the obligation to protect the mate-
rial and spiritual existence, honor, and dignity of the
human being in all transactions and actions of all
state institutions and organizations.

While electoral turnout is very low in the Western
countries, Turkiye reflects its democratic maturity to
the ballot box with a high turnout rate exceeding 80%.

Tirkiye, with its legal system keeping the judiciary ful-
ly independent from the executive organ,is among the
exemplary countries in terms of judicial independence.
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On 15 July 2016, Tirkiye was exposed or-
ous coup attempt against the democr ite
government and constitutional order by the FETO/PSS
armed terrorist organization,which had infiltrated into
the Turkish army and other strategic institutions.

The coup attempt, which aimed to overthrow the Pres-
ident and government directly elected by the Turkish
people, and to destroy democracy and the rule of law,
violated the fundamental rights and freedoms of Tur-
kish citizens, especially the “right to life”.

FETO/PSS is an armed terrorist organization formed
by fanatical people who came together with the direc-
tives of its ringleader Fethullah Giilen.

FETO/PSS armed terrorist organisation has a wide
range of international activities ranging from educa-
tion to media, economic activities, and infiltration into
the state.

The goal of the FETO/PSS armed terrorist organisation
is to seize control of all of the Republic of Tirkiye’s
constitutional institutions and, once this has been ac-
complished, to manage the country’s economic, social,
and political power through a single group. The ul-
timate goal of the organisation is not merely to rule
Turkiye, but to become a global power that rules the
entire world.

During the coup attempt, attacks were carried out
against the democratic institutions and organizations
of our country, especially the Grand National Assem-
bly of Turkiye. At the call of President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan, the coup attempt was repelled in a short
time thanks to the resistance of tens of thousands of
unarmed, civilian demonstrators and the struggle of
the security forces.

The stance and sacrifice of the Turkish Nation in the
face of this attack on democracy has set an example
for the whole world.

In this resistance, which made its mark in Turkish po-
litical history, 252 Turkish citizens became martyrs,
and 2735 citizens became veterans.

15 July was declared as the “Victory of Democracy and
Martyrs’ Day” to commemorate our citizens who lost
their lives during the coup attempt.

Turkiye has passed through this difficult process by
strictly adhering to the principles of rule of law, de-
mocracy, human rights, and justice.

Saint Nicholas,an important Christianity figure who is
known as Santa today, was born in the Patara ancient
city in Antalya province of Turkiye and served as the
prelate in the Myra ancient city in Demre district of
Antalya.

The House of the Virgin Mary, which is known as the
last place Virgin Mary lived before her death and vis-
ited by millions of tourists coming from all over the



world every year, is located in Selguk Ek-2mir

province in Turkiye.

In 1502, the great artist and scientist Leonardo da
Vinci designed a project that would connect the two
sides of the Golden Horn in Istanbul upon the order of
Ottoman Sultan Bayezid II.

The first Christians fleeing from the suppression by
the Roman Empire came to Anatolia and took shelter
in Cappadocia.
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Seven Churches of Asia (Ephesus, Smyrna, Pergamum,
Thyatira, Sardis, Philadelphia, and Laodicea),an impor-
tant element of the Christian belief,are located on the
lands of Turkiye.

Being located in the middle geographical zone and
presenting an important level of diversity of geo-
graphical formation, Turkiye experiences all 4 seasons,
thanks to which visitors can benefit from both winter
and summer tourism at the same time.

Being surrounded by the sea on three sides, Turkiye, as
a peninsula, has total coastline of nearly 8,000 km,and
it is also a quite mountainous geography with more
than 130 summits.
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Two of the most important glob: Ek_zs used
in international transportation are Turkiye
(the Bosphorus and the Dardanelle

Tulip, whose native soil is Anatolia, was first presented
as a gift to European diplomats by Ottoman Sultans.

Turkiye is the country where numerous important
historical figures were born: Homer of Smyrna (izmir)
(best known epic poet of the world and writer of the
Iliad and Odyssey); Herodotus of Halicarnassus (the
first historian, known as the father of history); Saint
Paul of Tarsus (the Saint who evangelized Europe);
Aesop of Amorium (Emirdag) (fabler); Saint Nicholas
of Patara (Santa); Thales of Miletus (mathematician);
Heraclitus of Ephesus (philosopher); Strabo of Amasia
(father of geography).

The Grand Bazaar of Istanbul, built in 1461, is the larg-
est and oldest enclosed shopping center of the world.

Asklepion, built in the 2" century BC in Bergama,
Smyrna (izmir),is known as one of the first full-fledged
healthcare clinics of the world.

Parchment paper, which enabled the fast dissemina-
tion of information in the ancient world, was invented



in the ancient city of Pergamon locat Ek_zna
district of modern Smyrna (izmir).

The Trojan Horse and Troy, the legendary city of
Achilles, Paris, and Helen, are located in Canakkale, an
Aegean province of modern Turkiye.

The first coins in history were made of electrum and
used by Lydian King Alyattes in 640 BC in Sardes, a site
located in the Aegean region of Tirkiye.

Turkish delight is one of the most ancient desserts of
the world with its history dating back to 500 years ago.
It was first developed in the kitchens of the Ottoman
palaces.

Hezarfen Ahmet Celebi was the first human to fly a
significant distance by using artificial wings to pass
above the Bosporus in the 17% century, which made
him the first intercontinental flyer 270 years earlier
than Wright Brothers.

Aspendos, the best-preserved Roman theatre from the
2" century, is located in Antalya province of Tiirkiye.

Karum, one of the first trade centers of the world, is
located in the ancient city of Kanes in Kiltepe area of
Kayseri province.
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1915 Dardanelles Bridge is the “lc Ek_ze span
bridge of the world”.

In 2020, 540 billion cubic meters of natural gas was
discovered in Tuna-1, Amasra-1 wells in Black Sea, for
the first time in Turkiye’s history.

Turkiye is the world leader in the production and ex-
port of hazelnuts, cherries, fig, and apricot.

Turkish Airlines, known as the “airline with the high-
est number of international flight destinations’, flies
to 280 international points in 128 countries and the
company has the 4" largest flight network currently.

Turkiye is second only to the USA in terms of TV series
exports. Until today, more than 150 Turkish TV series
met with the audience in 152 countries in Europe,
Middle East, Central Asia, Africa, and North and South
America.

During the pandemic, Tiirkiye has supported 161
countries and 12 international organizations in their
efforts against the pandemic with medical equipment
and aid in kind.

Turkiye, one of the five countries that contribute most
to the NATO operations and missions, is a founding



member of various European institu _ning
the Council of Europe and Organizat rity
and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE).
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Turkiye, as “the country hosting the highest number of
refugees”, has provided protection to nearly 4 million
people since 2015.
